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“Nameless No More”


This weekend, millions of people around the world around the world are taking time to remember the six million Jews who died in the Holocaust, as well as the Nazis’ other victims.

The dozens and dozens of events planned in New Jersey include a project developed by Pia Cyrulnik, an artist from Morganville. About 2,000 children from Marlboro and East Brunswick schools volunteered to create a face for an actual child known to have perished at the Auschwitz concentration camp. The result is a 200-foot mural titled, “We Give Them a Name, We Give Them a Face,” to be displayed at Marlboro High School from 2 to 4 P.M. today, which is Holocaust Remembrance Day. 


“These children lived in a town like ours,” Ms. Cyrulnik said.


“They were of all nationalities sent to France for safe haven, but were arrested and deported in convoys to Auschwitz. There were 11,000 children in all.”


Altogether, 1.5 million children are believed to have died at the hands of the Nazis during the Holocaust.
